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his is a double issue of 'Green Energy’ and we have tried to make it a truly special one. After about a

decade of debate, vacillation and instability, hope seems to be emerging on the policy front for
renewables’ development. There have been many positive developments in the recent past. The most
impaortant leap forward is the expected announcement of the National Sclar Mission on 14 November 2009
WISE would like to take pride in the fact that way back in August 2005, we were the first to propose the need
for establishment of a National Solar Mission (NSM) as part of the draft model R.E. Law presenied {o the
nation by us, in a seminar held in New Delhi and inaugurated by the then Minister for New and Renewable
Energy Circumstances have now translated that vision into reality, four years down the line. Even though
precious time has been lostin preparing for an energy secure solar future for India, itis better late than never.

Along with the NSM, a host of other policy measures like tradable Renewable Energy Certificates, CERC
guidelines for R.E. tariff, R.E. Law efc., have either been announced or are in the offing. So we thought itis
time to think of mainstreaming renewables in India because they are the real mainstream and sustainable
sources of energy for our future. Cur special feature on this very issue is a focused attempt to draw attention
to the huge potential that renewables have in mainstream electricity generation and other associated issues.

Way back in January 2000, when | first entered the renewables sector as the Director General of the
Maharashtra Energy Development Agency, most people including my own colleagues used to consider
renewables as 'peripheral’ to India's energy security. That perception has completely changed today, except
in certain dark corners of the establishment. All big names in the Indian industry are queuing up to enter the
renewable energy secior. However, many are not motivated by concems of sustainability or energy
autonomy. For them, it is another 'gold rush'. This attitude is accentuated by attractive incentives on offer,
especially under the NSM. Incentives and subsidies are required to allow technologies to mature and reach
optimal volumes so that they attain commercial viability It is also good policy if we shift subsidies, incentives,
and tax benefits away from fossil fuels and conventional power to renewable sources of energy. However,
the timely phase-out of subsidies would be essential to prevent market distortions. We should also strive to
solve problems like intermittency of renewables by indigenously developing viable and cost-effective
technologies for storage of electricity, by institutionalising energy forecasting, and by converting our ancient
grids into smart grids. The special feature in this issue is the first-of-its-kind in India and | would urge our
readers to be liberal in giving their feedback.

Our regular features such as news from arcund the globe, India news, etc., are also part of this issue, replete
in their richness of content. We have reviewed veteran James Lovelock's new book, The Vanishing Face of
Gaia'. Much as | respect Lovelock for his 'Gaia' theory sans its spintual mush, | must say, this hook
completely disappointed me with its extreme cynicism and passimism. We recognise climate change as a
problem to be solved with a sense of utmost urgency. But Lovelock's dismal views do not leave any room for
positive action. We have to continue to hope and work for mitigation of the climate crisis on a sustained basis.
COur species has weathered many crises during its long existence on this planel. And somehow, | feel
confident that with our current state of advanced knowledge and technologies, and human ingenuity, we will
overcome this crisis too. Positive work with hope is our only refuge!
